Women of Asian, Pacific Island, or Alaskan Eskimo descent, whether
born in the United States or elsewhere

Women born in Haiti or Sub-Saharan Africa

Women with the histories of:

Work in a health care or public safety field

Acute or chronic liver disease

Work or reside in an institution for the mentally handicapped
Work or treatment in a hemodialysis unit

Rejection as a blood donor

Blood transfusion on repeated occasions

Frequent occupational exposure to blood in medical-dental settings
Household contact with an HBV carrier or hemodialysis patient
Multiple episodes of sexually transmitted diseases
Percutaneous use of illicit drugs
